Objective:
The Director of the History Channel has asked your class to create a slide show detailing life in Ancient Rome, examining several key aspects of their culture.  The slide show will be a PowerPoint presentation that will be used to teach other 6th grade students about this influential and important time in history.

Procedure:
1. Form 4 groups.

2. You will gather research during social studies, computer class, and for homework.  You are required to write down notes on 4x6 note cards using your own words.

3. Using your notes as a reference, you will write 2-3 paragraphs about your topic.

4. Once your notes and paragraphs have been collected and graded by the teacher, you will summarize your paragraphs to create the bullet points for your PowerPoint slides.  You must create 2-3 PowerPoint slides for each topic.

5. You will use your paragraphs to help you with your oral presentation.
