
Animals PowerPoint Project

1) Introduction: The Director of the Bronx Zoo has asked you to create an Exhibit on Animals.  You will choose one animal to learn about.  The Exhibit will be a Slideshow that explains what you’ve learned to the visitors of the Zoo.  Your exhibit will need to include a range of different topics detailed below.  

2) Procedure:

3) Organization: Each student will choose one animal.  Review this sheet so that the project goals and outcome are clear.  Review the Assessment Rubric to see how the teacher will grade your work.  You will discuss as a class some facts that you already know about Animals.
4) Research: You will research during library or computer classes and at home. Each student will conduct their own research, but you may share information and resources.  Students are required to write down their notes on the KWL Template (What we know, What we want to know, What we learned). Only handwritten notes in the KWL format will be accepted by the teacher for credit.  Printed or copied information will not be accepted.  The teacher will review your notes before you write the presentation.
5) Writing Your Presentation: You will review the information you have found about your topic.  You will have four slides in your presentation.  Each slide will have a main topic and subtopics that you will include in your slide.  You must also create a title slide, one introduction slide, and one conclusion slide.  This makes a total of seven slides for your presentation.  Slides should have a title and can have text and/or images.  Be sure to review the slides and see if they can be improved with new information.  Once your draft presentation is complete, the teacher will review your work. 

Main topics and Subtopics:

Slide One: Description/Classification

6) What does your animal look like?  What are the males, females and young called?  In what classification does your animal belong?  Please include a picture or model of your animal on this slide.  

7)      Slide Two: Habitat

Where does your animal live?  What are some characteristics your animal needs to live here?  For example, is your animal an invertebrate or vertebrate?  Is it warm blooded or cold blooded?

8)     Slide Three: Adaptation

How has your animal adapted to living in their environment?  For example, does it have certain body parts, a body covering, special kind of teeth, a certain speed, or camouflage to help it to live in its environment?

9)     Slide four: Survival

10) How does your animal survive in this environment?  Are there any man-made barriers for your animal to fight against in this environment? What does your animal eat?  How does it hunt for food?  What type of behavior does your animal have, either learned or inborn, that helps it to survive in its environment?  What is the life span of your animal?  What is the life cycle of your animal?
11) Creating Your Presentation: In the computer lab, each student will create his or her slides in PowerPoint.  Remember that your audience is 4th graders, so make the slides exciting and interesting.  The final Presentation will be graded by your teacher.

12) Oral Presentation: Each student will present his or her exhibit to the class so that your classmates can learn about your animal.
